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Targeting Ozone Pollution: Is Your Business an Action HERO?

The Parkland Airshed Management Zone (PAMZ) is encouraging Central Alberta
businesses to combat ground level ozone through its Action HERO recognition pro-
gram. Action HERO is short for Action for Health and the Environment by Reduc-
ing Ozone.

PAMZ will recognize and celebrate businesses who are, for example; decreasing the
use of motorized vehicles and equipment, reducing emissions from vehicles (avoid
idling, good vehicle maintenance, etc.), scrapping fleet vehicles in the federally
funded “ Retire Your Ride” program, decreasing emissions from chemicals, using en-
vironmentally safe paints and cleaning products, making their workplaces more en-
ergy efficient; using alternative energy sources or encouraging their staff to reduce
ozone pollutant through their activities.

On warm, sunny days, ozone forms from emissions of nitrogen oxides and volatile
organic compounds from sources like vehicles, industrial processes and power plants
or small motorized equipment like lawn mowers, chainsaws and snow blowers.

“Ozone is a major constituent of smog, that yellow or brown haze we see on the hori-
zon or over a city on a hot, still day,” says Kevin Warren, Executive Director of
PAMZ. “At high concentration levels it can cause respiratory and other health prob-
lems, damage vegetation and lower our quality of life. It’s not a serious problem yet
in Central Alberta and we want to keep it that way.” However, periodic episodes of
high ground-level ozone compelled PAMZ to develop an Ozone Management Plan,
approved by Alberta Environment in 2009, that is now being implemented.

The Ozone Management Plan encourages the voluntary participation of everyone in
our area to take an active role in reducing emissions that cause ozone. “We want to
find out what businesses are doing to reduce emissions.” says Warren. “Our biggest
challenge is encouraging everyone to take more concerted action to reduce ozone.”

If your business is acting to reduce air pollution or taking other environmental initia-
tives, PAMZ wants to hear from you and recognize you.
